Therefore, a thrust sleeve 10 7mm long has been developed
to install on the rear wheel drive side-of the-wheel
hub. This sleeve can be installed in place of theu'f
standard 9.2mm long sleeve if more clearance: is. needed.
The sleeve can be ordered through normal parts channels
under part number 36 31 2 301 737.

WARNING: If the wider sleeve is installed, the
motorcycle's wheel track must always be
checked with the wheel alignment gauge and
adjusted if necessary to a maximum of
4mm offset.
